| responded to a vehicle crash occurring on Spring Hill Drive west of Spring Street. It was determined a tractor trailer had attempted to
go westbound up the hill. The driver reported a vehicle had come down the hill taking up most of the road and he was forced to swerve.
The driver reported his pulled unit's wheel struck a rock wall on the right side of his vehicle. The towed units tire was punctured and |
observed a large bend in the tires rim. The vehicle was operable and didn't require tow.

The other vehicle involved was not struck or damaged. This driver reporied the other vehicle to be a small blue truck possibly a
step-side but he had no other information to identify the driver.

The driver of the tractor unit, Antonio Martinez, stated he was new to driving in town and he did not realize the road was off the truck
route. Mr. Martinez said he was a bit lost and he wouldn't usually use a road this narrow.

No injuries were reported. The wall that was struck is a concrete barricade on the edge of the road and it already was crumbling and

falling apart. | only saw some concrete debris on the ground which may have been broken during this impact but the damage was
minor and didn't affect the wall.
