Consider approval of Bill No. 2015-798…Authorizing the offering of sale 
of approximately $5,348,827 of Refunding Certificates of Participation to refinance certain of the City’s outstanding lease purchase obligations (Series 2006A & 2006B Certificates of Participation(COPs)…..1st Reading

Mr. Dillingham confirmed the City’s A rating and stable outlook.  He provided a summary of the savings from 2012 to present.  At the next meeting the interest rate can be locked in.  Troy states that he is glad to see the City saving money and paying off the debt while rebuilding the Fund Balance in the General Fund. Councilman Working complimented the project and is glad that we are saving money.  Toni Stegeman with GilmoreBell will be at the next council meeting with documents for the Council.

Wes Franklin submitted a change order for additional lighting for the balcony of the Civic Center.  There were 21 recessed lights that were not including in the previous contract and the contractors submitted a bid to complete the job for $10,713.00.  Councilman Hart commented that the contractors should have known how many lights were to be done and this is an error on their part.  There were 83 fixtures approved and paid for.  Councilman Hart further stated that there were two bidders and how did this happen? Wes Franklin stated they were going by our specs which did not include the balcony lights.  Councilman Hart said they should have checked and counted the lights themselves when drawing up the contract.  Councilman Workman asked if we could re-bid for the work to be completed. Council recommended to table this project and will need documents and the original contract present for the next council meeting.
