Vacate portion of road and utility lane easement

Dana Daniels asked the Council for their direction about the request to vacate the ‘roadway’ portion of the road and utility line easement located East of Kodiak Road and North of Missouri Highway 60.  
Discussion ensued stating that while the City is not currently using this easement, there may be a need for it in the future.

Irrevocable consent for Spring Street Developers, LLC
Dana Daniel presented to the council an irrevocable consent for Spring Street Developers to use city water.  There is no extension needed as there are already lines running along this property.
Councilman Davidson explained that it is in the city’s best interest to approve this agreement any time there is a development on the outskirts of town because the more utilization we can get the better we are.  This irrevocable consent means that if the city so decides to make this land contiguous we are under no obligation to bring it in, it would require an act of Council to do so, but it would not require permission of the landowner.  The City has received permission with the signing of the irrevocable consent agreement.  As long as the property is outside the city limits we collect 1 ½ times the amount if the land was inside the city limits.

REPORT OF CITY OFFICERS

Troy Royer, City Manager - March Financials 

Mr. Royer reviewed financials emphasizing sales tax year–to-date is up 2.86%.

Ken Brady – Wasterwater Department: Alliance March Report
Mr.  Brady discussed the March Report (can be found online or with the City Clerk).  
Steve Hays, City Attorney – American Legion Lawsuit

Mr. Hays informed the Council there was a pre-trial conference held with Judge Perigo.  There will be a jury trial held on January 17, 2017.  As of now American Legion does not have co council.

Troy Royer, City Manager – Foot Golf

Mr. Royer congratulated the golf course staff on their hard work with the foot golf program.  He said since the grand opening there have been 70 rounds of foot golf.   

Troy Royer, City Manger – TDD Bill
Mr. Royer informed the Council that he wrote a letter to the TDD board and resubmitted the bill.  He did hear back from Steve Roark initially, but he has not heard anything since.  He has no information as to whether TDD plans on paying the bill or not.
Councilman Richard Davidson – TDD Board Member Election
Councilman Davidson explained that he and Councilman Lewis attended the election with the city proxy and the Wal-Mart proxy.  

Two things concerned him:

· The ballot was preprinted with the names of the incumbent board members.  It was misleading as it wasn’t clear that it was an option to nominate someone else.  

· The school district’s acreage increased from 24 acres to 29 acres giving them 5 extra votes they didn’t have last year.  It is unclear how this happened.  With these 5 extra votes, they were able to vote in the current board members against the two candidates the city nominated.

Attorney Hays said he had called the attorney for the TDD, Chris Williams.  He was told he would hear something back and as of the start of the meeting had not.  

Councilman Davidson said he has asked Kathy Gambill, Executive Director for the TDD, about these issues and to date he has heard nothing.
