Public Works – 2016 Street Overlay Project
Ryan Long, Public Works Director stated we are in the third year of our seven year resurfacing program.  The overlay project is split in to two parts:
· Part A – Industrial Dr., Malcolm Mosby Dr., High St., Rockhill Rd., E. Hickory & St. John St., Hickory Ave., Madison Ave., and various sections of Bus 59 Highway

· Part B – Lusk Dr. and Laramie Lane

There is $418,850.85 left in the street contract budget after the slurry seal project.  If the bids totaling $411,356.99 there will be $7,493.54 and this will be used for needed repairs to White Ave., and sidewalk brick stamping repairs in the square areas.
