AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF NEOSHO, MISSOURI, PROVIDING FOR THE AMENDMENT OF CODE CHAPTER 545, EXCAVATIONS, OF THE CITY CODE OF ORDINANCES, CITY OF NEOSHO, MISSOURI.…..1st Reading

Dana Daniel explained that the $250 the City charges currently is not enough to cover the cost of repairing these street cuts.  The contractors are forfeiting the $200 deposit they would normally be refunded because it is cheaper for them to do so than if they were to repair it themselves.  Staff recommends that Council approve the deposit be raised to $500.  Discussion followed.
Councilman Davidson recommended charging $500 at a minimum but leaving room to charge more if the job requires it.  He asked that the wording on this bill be changed to reflect this on the 2nd and 3rd reading.
