VISITOR BUSINESS

Norman Tutton spoke to the Council about his sewer and water charges.  He wanted to know if there was anything Council could do about how much he is getting charged for sewer.  He said that he is using a lot water to water his lawn and in turn is getting sewer charges.   He feels this is unfair due to the fact the City does not have to treat the water in which he is using for his lawn.  City Manager Royer advised that he could purchase an irrigation meter to keep from getting sewer charges when he is using his irrigation system.  
Jared Vansandt explained that he is just here to be available should Council have questions about his bid for the Police copier.

Charles McFadden brought a video of the property that is adjacent to his home.  He is concerned about the sanitary condition of this property.  Councilman Doubek said he would like to know how many citations, if any, have been given to the owner for the condition of the property.  Mr. McFadden said he would like the City to consider tearing this house down as it houses animals and is unsafe for neighbors and other citizens.  City Manager Royer advised Mr. Mcfadden that the City is working on getting rid of abandoned properties as it is financially feasible to do so.  It can cost the City $20,000 or more per home for destruction.  Mr. Royer explained the procedure and the City of Neosho’s policy in regards to this request.  City Council thanked Mr. McFadden for bringing this to their attention.

Chief Kennedy explained to Council that the copier they purchased in 2007 has been having issues and they need something newer and more reliable.  They received 4 bids:

 with $1200/year service agreement

· Corporate Business Systems – Kyocera TASKalfa   $7,781.27 $.077B/W & $.0040 Color

· Copy Products Inc – Toshiba 3505 AC  $4,895   $.005 B/W & .45 Color

· Lakeland Office Systems – Sharp 3570 N   $6,645   $.0065 B/W & .055 Color

Chief Kennedy recommended Ozark Business Systems because he feels Sharp is the best product and they have the lower bid.  Councilman Davidson made a point that while Ozark Business System’s copier is $165 cheaper, the service agreement is more expensive.  He revealed that if the police department keeps this new copier as long as they kept their current one it would be cost the city over $6,000 more than if they purchased the copier and the maintenance agreement from Lakeland Office Systems.
