AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF NEOSHO, MISSOURI, ANNEXING THE BELOW DESCRIBED PROPERTY PART OF THE SOUTHWEST QUARTER (SW ¼) OF THE SOUTHEAST QUARTER (SE ¼) OF SECTION 26, TOWNSHIP 25, RANGE 32, NEWTON COUNTY, MISSOURI, AS PETITIONED BY D.L. MARTIN MANAGEMENT LLC, UNDER ZONING DISTRICT R-3, APARTMENT HOUSE DISTRICT.  
Dana Daniel asked Council to consider this annexation.  Councilman Baker asked if there was an estimated completion date.  Mr. Martin said it depends largely on the state. REPORT OF CITY OFFICERS
Communications & Events Manager Paul Richardson-Report on Fall Festival 2016
Mr. Richardson informed Council of the Fall Festival Attendance.  He informed Council that approximately 6,500-7,000 people attended on Saturday and 3,200-3,500 people on Sunday.  Vendors were very pleased and excited to come back next year.
City Manager Troy Royer – Code Enforcement

Mr. Royer advised Council that code enforcement will now be a part of the police department.  He feels this will put more authority behind code enforcement.  
City Manager Troy Royer – TDD Roads

Mr. Royer informed Council that MODot was not open to the idea of the City doing core sampling on the TDD Roads in question.  The MODot Rep informed Troy that is was just a bonding problem and said he would come and address the Council if that was needed.  Councilman Baker said that unless some of the pre-existing issues are addressed it would not be responsible of the Council to accept these roads.  Discussion followed.

Councilman Davidson has had several questions about the lack of work on Kodiak.  He advised that he directed those questions to Kathy Gambill.  The work was supposed to have been completed 3 weeks ago.  He asked City Manager Royer to inquire about this.  Councilman Baker said that he has also received calls about the lack of work on Kodiak. Discussion followed.
Police Chief David Kennedy – Car Show Award

Chief Kennedy informed Council that Officer Whitehill entered the school resource officer vehicle that the kids at the high school designed in a car show at Indigo Sky Casino.  Officer Whitehill explained that the award is a Bob Johnson Memorial Award.  This award is presented to law enforcement in the car shows.  Mr. Johnson lost his life in a DWI accident.  Officer Whitehill was very excited to show off this award to Council.
